GUIDELINES FOR WRITING PAPERS

For English Language

Manuscripts: Manuscripts of articles should be submitted in MS-word, in double-space with
figures and tables attached in separate files. The cover page should carry only the title of the
article and the author’s name, address (both postal and e-mail addresses), and phone and fax
numbers. All articles should be of 2500 to 5000 words and must include an abstract of
approximately 150 words and 3-5 keywords that reflect the theme of the article. Manuscripts
should be sent to ms@jichr.ac.in or dd.pub@jichr.ac.in.

Should be consecutively numbered and presented at the foot of each page.
Citations for all the references should be provided in the article. Following is
an encapsulated list of the formatting styles for some of the frequently used
types of references.
