GENERAL

This is the twenty-sixth Annual Report of the indian Council
of Historical Research (ICHR) covering the period 1 April 1997 to 31
March 1998.

The ICHR was established by the Government of India in
1972 as an autonomous organization with a view to foster objective
and scientific writing of history. The broad aims of the Council are
to bring historians together and provide a forum for the exchange of
ideas among them, to sponsor historical research programme and
projects and assist institutions and organizations engaged in his-
torical research, to award and administer fellowships for historical
research, to develop and support centres for documentation and
library services oriented towards historical research and, finally, to
subsidize research journals and other publications on history. The
ICHR has taken a broad view of the term history so as to include in
its fold the history of society, economy, polity, art, literature, reli-
gion and philosophy, science and technology, epigraphy, numis-
matics, archaeology, socio-economic formations and allied sub-
jects.

The ICHR’s apex body is the Council. The Council comprises
the Chairman, twenty five members, of which eighteen are histori-
ans and seven ex-officio members and the Member Secretary. The
members of the Council are nominated by the Government of India
for a period of three years.

The Composition and strength of the Council, as on 31 March
1998 are given in Appendix .



The Council has, apart from itself, other committees com-
prising members of the Council and those co-opted from outside
the Council. The following table shows the number of meetings of

INCOME (1997-98)

During the year 1997-98 the ICHR has received a total sum
of Rs. 21870177 from the Ministry of Human Resource Develop-
ment, Government of India. This comprised Rs. 15488708 Non-
Plan and Rs. 6371469 Plan. As on 1st April 1998 the ICHR had
As. 8308 cash in hand and Rs. 66391 in the Bank. The ICHR also
realised a sum of Rs. 120039 from the sale of Books/Journals
and as royalties. A detailed account for the year 1997-98 is

PROMOTIONAL ACTIVITIES

Promotion of research in history is the major objective for
which the ICHR was established. Providing funds for research and
publications, with a rigorous assessment of quality and a close
monitoring of resulis, is the prime responsibility of ICHR. During
the year under report, as in the preceding years, this was done
through the Research Funding schemes of the Council, which in-
clude (1) approval of research projects; (2) award of Junior, Post-
doctoral, Senior, and National fellowships; (3) grant towards travel/
contingent expenditure; (4) release of subsidy for publishing doc-
toral theses, research studies, source materials, journals, proceed-
ings and (5) grants to various professional organizations of histori-
ans for holding seminars, symposia, conferences and workshops.

A. Research projects, fellowships and travel-con-
tingent grants

The detailed information regarding the Research Funding pro-
vided to various scholars under the Research Projects, Fellowship
and Travel-Contingent Grant schemes of the Council, since its in-
ception, is charted below:-

In order to utilize the resources in best possible manner, each
proposal received in the ICHR is carefully examined by experts
and placed before the Research Projects Committee for considera-
tion. Attention is paid to ensure that the Council’s funds are prop-
erly utilized and evenly distributed throughout the country.

During the year under review 212 proposals were sanctioned
grants, the rest were either regretted or deferred for further consid-
eration after the scholars have fulfilled the requirements for eligibility.
Some were pending for want of timely expert opinion and were
processed later.



During the year 1997-98, 29 Research Projects were sanc-
tioned on neglected or new areas of historical research. The Re-
search Projects sanctioned are given at Appendix V.

in all 93 scholars were granted fellowships under different
categories. Senior Fellowships are awarded primarily to professionat
historians with publications to their credit. ICHR has
awarded 14 Senior Fellowships during the year. Post-Doctoral Fel-
lowships are awarded to young historians with a doctorate degree
who are interested in further research. The ICHR has awarded 15
fellowships in this category. Junior Research Fellowships were
awarded to 64 scholars affiliated to different universities and work-
ing for their Ph. D. degree. The details of all the fellowships awarded
by the ICHR are given at Appendix VL.

Travel-Contingent grants were sanctioned to 22 scholars to
partially cover their travel to foreign countries/research expenses.
The list of these grants is contained in Appendix - VII.

B. Publication subsidy

During the year under report 27 doctoral theses/other research
works/journals/proceedings of seminars and conferences were ap-
proved for publication grant. The list of grants awarded are 1o be
found at Appendix V.

C. Seminars/Conferences/Workshops

In accordance with its objective to provide forum for exchange
of ideas among historians, ICHR provided grants to 52 professional
organizations of historians to organize seminars, conferences, sym-
posia and workshops. The list of professional organizations of his-
torians which received grants from ICHR is under Appendix 1X.
Besides the above grants, 19 scholars were provided with lumpsum
grants to meet the expenditure on their research work. The list may
be found at Appendix X.

DOCUMENTATION-CUM-LIBRARY CENTRE
1. Books

This library has approximately 44,000 volumes (34,000 books
and 10,000 journals) largely relating to History and allied subjects.

Library has received about 21 books (Dhammagiri-Pali-
Ganthamala) as gift from Vipassana Research Institute-igatpuri,
Maharashira. it is an useful addition on Buddhist literature. Library
has further received 25 books as gift from Japan Foundation in
India mostly on Economic, Social and Religious history of Japan.

2. Periodicals

The Library has about 120 periodicals on History. Back is-
sues of most of the core periodicals are available. Most of the



Indian periodical publications aiso added and necessary steps are
being taken in this regard.

3. Microfilms and Microfische

The Centre has a large collection of books and journals in
microfische and microfiims/photocopies of manuscripts and documents.

4. Newspaper Clippings

A selected collection of newspaper clippings on historical
themes is available.

5. Inter Library Loan

The Library obtains on loan basis from other libraries works
which are not in its stock.

6. Photocopying and Reader Printer

The Centre offers Reader-Printer copies from microfilms/
microfische at subsidized rates for individual scholars @ Rs. 5/-for
Ad size; for institutions Rs. 10/- per print for A3 size and Rs. 4/- for
Ad size. Xerox copies are provided at a nominal rate of Re. 0.40 for
double page normal size,

AUDIT REPORT ON THE ACCOUNTS OF
INDIAN COUNCIL OF HISTORICAL RESEARCH,
NEW DELHI FOR THE YEAR 1997-98

1. Introductory

The Indian Council of Historical Research, New Delhi was
established as an autonomous body in February, 1972 and was
registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860. The Council
has its Headquarter at New Delhi with its two regional centres at
Bangalore and Guwahati. The main activities of the Council are to
sponsor, promote, assist and guide programmes and projects of
Historical Research.

The audit of the accounts of the Council has been entrusted
under section 20(1) of the Controller and Auditor General's (Dutjes,
Power and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 for a period of five
years from 1993-94 to 1997-98.

The Council is financed mainly by grants from Central Gov-
ernment. During 1997-98 it received grant of Rs. 218.70 lakhs (Non-
plan Rs. 154.99 lakhs and Plan Rs. 63.71 lakhs).

2. Comments on Accounts.
2.1 Non-depiction of Gifted Books in the Accounts

The Council received 3921 books as gift and comnplimentary
copies uptoe Zist March, 1998. Out of this, the cost of 89
books only were valuad as Rs. 1,28,383/-, but not depicted
in the balance sheet for the year 1997-98. The value of the
remaining 3832 gifted books had not been valued.

This was also pointed out in the Audit Report for the year
1896-97.
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2.2  Non-verification of assetls

The following assets worth Rs. 166.66 lakhs had been shown
in the balance sheet of the Council as on 31.3.98.

The correctness of the value of assets shown in the Balance
Sheet could not be verified as progressive totals were not
worked out in the Council. Further from the year 1995-96
onwards, the requisite assets registers had not been main-
tained by the Council.

This was also pointed out in the Audit Report for the year
1996-97.

2.3 BankReconciliation

Scrutiny of Bank reconciliation statement for the period end-
ing 31.3.98 revealed the following deficiencies/shortcomings:
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() 6chequesamounting to Rs. 1600 which were issued six
months ago were not taken back in the receipt side of
the cash book, though these were not presented for pay-
ment and had become time-barred.

(i) Bank had given wrongly a credit or Rs. 6136/- in the
month of November 1997 to the Council account which
had not yet been reconciled with the Bank.

Depreciation on Assets

The assets accounts depict book value of acquisition and do
not exclude obsolete, unusable, irrepairable and condemned
assets and also do not take into account depreciation with
corresponding reduction of capital account. Therefore the
capital and asset accounts are overstated accordingly thereby
not giving the correct picture.

With reference to observation of Audit, it is submitted that
although all the books received as gifttransferred from other
units upto 31.3.98 were duly entered in accession register
but their value could not be worked out as most of the publi-
cations do not bear the price. Keeping in view this fact the
Audit authorities were requested and it is once again re-
interated that Council may please be permitted to exhibit cost
of gifted books w.e.f. the year 1.4.96. It is assured that once
this is started there will be no problem in depicting the fig-
ures in the coming years.

Non-verification of Assets

With reference to Audit observation it is submitted that the
efforts are being made by the Administration Section of the
Council to complete the pending works so that the same can
be shown to Audit at the earliest possible.

Bank Reconciliation

Depreciation of Assets

With reference to observation of Audit it is submitted that
since inception of the Council the assets in the Balance-
sheet are shown on the book value system. As regards liqui-
dation of Assets from the Balance Sheet it is submitted that
uptill now the value of assets was removed as and when any
such item become obsolete and information passed on to
Accounts. This is very much clear from Accounts of the Coun-
cil for the financial year 1994-95 & 1995-96. As such no sys-
tem of depreciation was introduced in the Council. it may
also be added here that system adopted by Council was never
objected and it is requested that, if agreed to, we may not
switch over to the new system. Still if the Audit authorities
feels otherwise the Council have no objection o do the same
after making the necessary policies in this regard.

GENERAL

This is the twenty-sixth Annual Report of the Indian Council
of Historical Research (ICHR) covering the period 1 April 1897 to 31
March 1998.

The ICHR was established by the Government of India in
1972 as an autonomous organization with a view to foster objective
and scientific writing of history. The broad aims of the Council are
to bring historians together and provide a forum for the exchange of
ideas among them, to sponsor historical research programme and
projects and assist institutions and organizations engaged in his-
torical research, to award and administer fellowships for historical
research, to develop and support centres for documentation and
library services oriented towards historical research and, finally, to
subsidize research journals and other publications on history. The
ICHR has taken a broad view of the term history so as to include in
its fold the history of society, economy, polity, art, literature, reli-
gion and philosophy, science and technology, epigraphy, numis-
matics, archaeology, socio-economic formations and allied sub-
jects.

The ICHR’s apex body is the Council. The Council comprises
the Chairman, twenty five members, of which eighteen are histori-
ans and seven ex-officio members and the Member Secretary. The
members of the Council are nominated by the Government of India
for a period of three years.

PROMOTIONAL ACTIVITIES

Promotion of research in history is the major objective for
which the ICHR was established. Providing funds for research and
publications, with a rigorous assessment of quality and a close
monitoring of results, is the prime responsibility of ICHR. During
the year under report, as in the preceding years, this was done
through the Research Funding schemes of the Council, which in-
clude (1) approval of research projects; (2) award of Junior, Post-
doctoral, Senior, and National fellowships; (3) grant towards travel/
contingent expenditure; (4) release of subsidy for publishing doc-
toral theses, research studies, source materials, journals, proceed-
ings and (5) grants to various professional organizations of histori-
ans for holding seminars, symposia, conferences and workshops.

A. Research projects, fellowships and travel-con-
tingent grants

The detailed information regarding the Research Funding pro-
vided to various scholars under the Research Projects, Fellowship
and Travel-Contingent Grant schemes of the Council, since its in-

In order to utilize the resources in best possible manner, each
proposal received in the ICHR is carefully examined by experts
and placed before the Research Projects Committee for considera-
tion. Attention is paid to ensure that the Council's funds are prop-
erly utilized and evenly distributed throughout the country.

During the year under review 212 proposals were sanctioned
grants, the rest were either regretted or deferred for further consid-
eration after the scholars have fulfilled the requirements for eligibility.
Some were pending for want of timely expert opinion and were
processed later.



During the year 1997-98, 29 Research Projects were sanc-
tioned on neglected or new areas of historical research. The Re-
search Projects sanctioned are given at Appendix V.

in alt 93 scholars were granted fellowships under different
categories. Senior Feliowships are awarded primarily to professional
historians with publications to their credit. ICHR has
awarded 14 Senior Fellowships during the year. Post-Doctoral Fel-
lowships are awarded to young historians with a doctorate degree
who are interested in further research. The ICHR has awarded 15
fellowships in this category. Junior Research Fellowships were
awarded to 64 scholars affiliated to different universities and work-
ing for their Ph. D. degree. The details of all the fellowships awarded
by the ICHR are given at Appendix VI.

Travel-Contingent grants were sanctioned to 22 scholars to
partially cover their travel to foreign countries/research expenses.
The list of these grants is contained in Appendix - VII.

B. Publication subsidy

During the year under report 27 doctoral theses/other research
works/journals/proceedings of seminars and conferences were ap-
proved for publication grant. The list of grants awarded are 10 be
found at Appendix V1.

C. Seminars/Conferences/Workshops

In accordance with its objective to provide forum for exchange
of ideas among historians, ICHR provided grants to 52 professional
organizations of historians to organize seminars, conferences, sym-
posia and workshops.

Besides the above grants, 19 scholars were provided with lumpsum
grants to meet the expenditure on their research work. The list may
be found at Appendix X.

AUDIT REPORT ON THE ACCOUNTS OF
INDIAN COUNCIL OF HISTORICAL. RESEARCH,
NEW DELHI FOR THE YEAR 1997-98

1. Introductory

The Indian Council of Historical Research, New Delhi was
established as an autonomous body in February, 1972 and was
registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860. The Council
has its Headquarter at New Delhi with its two regional centres at
Bangalore and Guwahati. The main activities of the Council are to
sponsor, promote, assist and guide programmes and projects of
Historical Research.

The audit of the accounts of the Council has been entrusted
under section 20(1) of the Controller and Auditor General’s (Duties,
Power and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 for a period of five
years from 1993-94 to 1997-98.

The Council is financed mainly by grants from Central Gov-
ernment. During 1997-98 it received grant of Rs. 218.70 lakhs (Non-
plan Rs. 154.99 lakhs and Plan Rs. 63.71 lakhs).

2. Comments on Accounts.
2.1 Non-depiction of Gifted Books in the Accounts

The Council received 3921 books as gift and complimentary
copies upte 2ist March, 1998. Out of this, the cost of 89
books only were valusd as Rs. 1,28,383/-, but not depicted
in the balance sheet for the year 1997-98. The value of the
remaining 3832 gifted books had not been valued.

This was also pointed out in the Audit Report for the year
1996-97.
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2.2 Non-verification of assets

The following assets worth Rs. 166.66 lakhs had been shown
in the balance sheet of the Council as on 31.3.98.

The correctness of the value of assets shown in the Balance
Sheet could not be verified as progressive totals were not
worked out in the Council. Further from the year 1995-96
onwards, the requisite assets registers had not been main-
tained by the Council.

This was also pointed out in the Audit Report for the year
1996-97.

2.3 BankReconciliation

Scrutiny of Bank reconciliation statement for the period end-
ing 31.3.98 revealed the following deficiencies/shortcomings:
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(i) 6cheguesamounting to Rs. 1600 which were issued six
months ago were not taken back in the receipt side of
the cash book, though these were not presented for pay-
ment and had become time-barred.

() Bank had given wrongly a credit or Rs. 6136/- in the
month of November 1997 to the Council account which
had not yet been reconciled with the Bank.

Depreciation on Assets

The assets accounts depict book value of acquisition and do
not exclude obsolete, unusable, irrepairable and condemned
assets and also do not take into account depreciation with
corresponding reduction of capital account. Therefore the
capital and asset accounts are overstated accordingly thereby
not giving the correct picture.

It may
also be added here that system adopted by Council was never
objected and it is requested that, if agreed to, we may not
switch over to the new system. Still if the Audit authorities
feels otherwise the Council have no objection to do the same
after making the necessary policies in this regard.
