Al
the members of the Council are nominated by the Government of
india for a period of three years. The composition and strength
of the Council as on 31 March 2001 are shown at Appendix |.

The Council also has other committees comprising members
both from within the Council and those co-opted from outside,
viz. the Administrative Committee and the Research Projects
Commitiee. The composition and strength of the Administrative
Committee as on 31 March 2001 are shown at Appendix /. The
Council’s decisions are implemented by the ICHR Secretariat
headed by the Member Secretary. The total staff strength as on
31 March 2001 is shown at Appendix 1l

The ICHR Secretariat has its headquarters at 35,
Ferozeshah Road, New Delhi and has two Regional Centres
located at Bangalore and Guwahati.

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PROMOTIONAL ACTIVITIES

Promotion of research in history is the major objective for which
the ICHR was established. Providing funds for research and
publications with a rigorous assessment of quality and a close
monitoring of results is the prime responsibility of the ICHR.
During the year under report, as in the preceeding years, this
was done through the Research Funding Schemes of the
Council, which include: fellowships; research projects;
contingency (study-cum-travel) grants; grants for foreign travel
‘and maintenance abroad and for visits of foreign scholars;
publication subsidies; and grants for seminars/workshops/
conferences of professional organizations of historians.

Karnataka

\ vast corpus of archaeological and epigraphical data on
Carnataka were published in various Annual Reports of the
Archaeological Departments of Mysore State, H.E.H. Nizam’s
State of Hyderabad Western Circle (Bombay Presidency), and
hhe Southern Circle (Madras Presidency) of Archaeological
Survey of India before re-organization of the states. Since before
1956 the state was divided into over 20 administrative units, the
epigraphs, monuments, efc. were published in the Archaeological
Reports of several of the then states. No attempt was ever made
to bring together the information from these volumes relating to
Karnataka. We feel that this project is one way of culturally and
historically integrating the people of the state. These data are
scattered in various reports and the students and research
scholars of Karnataka history face great difficulties in accessing
the valuable data. It is in the fitness of things that the Centre

has taken up a CD-ROM Project on the Annual Archaeological

Reports on Karnataka by bringing all these reports and data
together. This work includes scanning of approximately 12,000
pages and entering indexes on sites, temples, forts, inscriptions,
numismatics, pottery and such other information by the research
staff of the Centre. The project is under progress.

The indian Council of Historical Research, New Delhi was
established as an Autonomous body in March, 1972 and was
registered under the Socicties Registration Act, 1860. The
Council has its Headquarter at New Delhi with its two regjonal
Centres at Bangalore and Guwahati. The main activities of the
Council are to sponsor, promote, assist and guide programmes
and projects of Historical Research.

The audit of the accounts of the Council has been entrusted
to the Comptroller and Auditor General of India under Section
20(1) of the Comptroller and Auditor General's (Duties, Powers
and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 for a period of five years
from 1998-1999 to 2002-2003.

The Council is financed mainly by grants from Central
Government. During 2000-2001 it received grant of Rs. 425 lakh
(Non-Plan Rs. 250.00 lakh and Plan Rs. 175 lakh).
